
TO CORRE8PONDENTS. 
s. S. I.., or Ky.-We think the tree you refer to must be 

the East India.n palm or toddy tree. The liquor is obb\ined 
uy cutting off the leaves of the branches, and collecting 
the juice in �uitable vessels, as it exudes from the wound. 
To the owner of a plantation the most valuab le part of the 
pa.lm tree is the toddy. Atsunset, a man of the llunda.rree 
caste of Hindoos mounts the tree with two or three earth­
ern pots, called "chatty," capable of containing about a 
gallon each, tied to his waist, and a large knife: &baped like 
a sickle, in his hand. lIe is assisted in bis mounting by two 
circular pieces of rope, large enough to extend round (when 
doubled) two·thirds of the circumference of the tree, one of 
them being attached to his hand, and the other to his feet, 
by which means he a�cends ihe tree without the assistance 
of his knees. Some of these trees are about 100 leet in 
hight i and one man bas twice daily to ascend and descend 
fome fourteen or fifteen, or even more of them. He cuts off 
oue of the leaves of the tree when the stalk is about two 
inches in diameter, and ties on one of these chat.ty pots. If 
the leaf has before been cut off for the extraction of the tod 
dy, he only removes half an inch from the end of the stalk, 
whence the toddy again exudes. After having thus fixed 
his pots, sometimes three or four on one tree, he descends 
the tree, and mounts as many more as may be necessRry.­
In the morning, at daybreak, he returns to the trees, takes 
down the pots, which are half full of liquor, and places oth­
er@in their stead. This liquor, which, when fresh from the 
tree, is called I, neera," is as transparent as water, and of a 
pleasant, sweet taste; but immediately the sun rises it be­
gins to ferment, after which it becomes of a milky color, 
tart, and sourish-it is then termed" taree," whence our 
corruption, toddy. The fermelltation is soon at its hight, 
and in that state it i s  used by bakers as a substitute for 
yeast to raise the dough. A great deal of the taree is drank 
by natives, and i� of an intoxicating quality; but by fltr the 
greater portion is made into vinegllr, or distilled into arrack. 
So says the work from wbich the above is extracted.
