AN ingenious Frenchman has invented a process for treat­
ing common woods, which makes them of a closer texture, 
harder grain, and greater density, and so eIlables the cheaper 
kinds of wood to take a polish. Tbe mode is as follows: 
The surface is first planed perfectly smooth, and then rubbed 
with diluted nitrous acid. An ounce and a half of dragons 
blood, dissolved in half a pint of spirits of wine, and half an 
ounce of carbonate of soda are mixed together and filtered; 
and the liquid is then laid on the wood with a soft brush. 
The treatment should be repeated after a short interval, and 
the wood will then possess the outward appearance of rna· 
hogany. If the polish is not sufficiently brilliant, rubbing 
with cold drawn linseed oil will improve it.

The system of teaehing this branch 01 the art, generally employed in 
this country, is, in our opinioll, ycry dctectivc, its clncf fault bcing the 
transposition of the syllables used in solfegg-io exercises, with the transposi­
tion of the scales, instead of maintaining them, without regard to key, in 

one position on the staff, as in the Italian method. 'Ve are sorry to see that, 
in Mr. Jepson's work, this error is retained-the morc so, ns it is in all other 

respects a capital book for thc field it is intended to occupy, giving cvidence 
that its author is a practical and thorough teacher.
