Preservl ng Butter. 

The farmers in the parish of Udney, in the 
county of Aberdeen, practice the following 
method of curing their butter, which gives it 
a.great superiority above that oftheit· neigh­
bors:-

Take two parts of the best common salt, 
one part of sugar, and one part of saltpetre,heail 
them up together, and blend thtl whole com 
pletely; take one ounce of this composition for 
sixteen ounces of butter, work it well into a 
mass, and close it up for use. 

The butter cured with this mixture appears 
of a nob- and marrowy consistence, and fine 
color, and never acquiles a brittle hardness, 
Dor tastes salty. Dr Anderson says, " I have 
eat butter cured with the above composition, 
that has kept three years, and it was as sweet 
liS lit first." But it must be noted, that but­
ter thus cured requires to stand three weeks 
or a month before it is to be used ; if 
it be SOOtler opened, the salts are not suffici­

ently blended with it; and sometimes the 
coolness of the nitre will then be perceiv­
ed, which always totally disapp€ars aftel'­
wards.
